All Auction items will have a bid sheet assigned to them. If you would like to bid 

on an item, fill out the next available line on the bid sheet with your bid number 

and the amount you are bidding. DO NOT REMOVE THE BID SHEETS, THE BID 

SHEET MUST STAY WITH THE ITEM AT ALL TIMES. 

 

Starting bids & minimum bid increases will be listed on the bid sheet. Example: 

If the starting bid is $25.00 then you may not bid lower than this amount. If the 

minimum bid increase is $10.00 than the next bid must be at least $35.00. If we 

cannot read your bid, the bid will not be accepted. 

 

Bids may not be altered once entered. WHEN PLACING A BID THIS IS YOUR 

AGREEMENT TO PAY THAT AMOUNT. Do not enter a bid unless you are willing 

to purchase that item. 

 

Bidding on All Silent Auction items will end at 7:00p.m. promptly. Winners bid 

numbers will be posted in the hallways during the live Auction. The Auction 

staff will disburse these winning items once payment is rec’d and verified.
